In the


process, it will cost the pet business jobs, reduce an industry the


United States leads in, and create a black market that will cost


our cash-strapped government even more time and money than


it does now - all for a solution that will not solve the "problem"


anyway. For non-reptile pet owners, please understand this


would set a terrible example that Congress could later use to


justify your own pet being restricted.
